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THE ORGAN BUILDER MENU; AN INTRODUCTION

An ICS-4000 software revision developed in late 2004 incorporates a new menu
section called the “Organ Builder Menu”. This section, selectable from the Main
Menu List, is similar to the Supervisor Mode but access is restricted to persons
having a special “Builder’s Password”.

The Organ Builder Menu contains some provisions that an organ builder may
want to protect from tampering with by even a holder of the Supervisor
Password. For convenience, entering the correct password for the Organ
Builder Menu also provides access to the Supervisor Menu without separately
entering the Supervisor Password.

The Organ Builder Menu List includes the following selections:

Lock-Unlock Crescendo
Lock-Unlock Tutti
Adjust Reiteration Frequency and Duty Cycle
Adjust Pizzicato Duration
*Change Supervisor Password
Change Builder’s Password
System Program Mode

Customize Features Selectable from the Main Menu
Download Utility
Calibrate Crescendo and Analog Expression Shoes

*Save All CA Data
*Restore All CA Data
Clear-Copy
Save System Data

All selections marked with an asterisk (*) duplicate selections in the Supervisor
Menu.

This instruction supplement for the Organ Builder Menu is supplied as a
separate document so that it may be retained by the organ builder rather than
left at the job site if desired.



THE ORGAN BUILDER MENU; ACCESSING THE “ORGAN BUILDER MENU
LIST”

From the Home Screen…

1. Press the MENU button.

2. Turn the knob to select “>Organ builder menu”, then press the ENTER button.

3. Turn the knob to select the first character of the organ builder password, then
press the RIGHT button.

4. Repeat step 3 until all four characters of the organ builder password have
been entered, then press the DONE button. This will display the Organ Builder
Menu List, from which several “restricted” functions can be accessed.



LOCKING (OR UNLOCKING) A CRESCENDO MEMORY LEVEL

From the Organ Builder Menu List…

1. Turn the knob to select “>Lock-Unlock Cres”, then press the ENTER button.

2. Turn the knob to select which crescendo memory level you wish to lock (or
unlock), then press the button labeled LOCK (or UNLOCK). A padlock icon will
appear on this screen next to the crescendo memory level number when it is
locked.

3. Press the BACK button to return to the Organ Builder Menu List.

An advisory message will appear on the CDU when users attempt to change the
settings within a crescendo level that is locked by the organ builder.



LOCKING (OR UNLOCKING) A TUTTI PISTON OR TUTTI MEMORY LEVEL

This allows the organ builder to prevent unauthorized changes to any one or
more of the tutti memory levels selectable from the optional Tutti Select Panel or
to any tutti piston that has only one memory level associated with it. However, if
the organ is configured to have separate tutti memory for each level within each
Organist Folder, tuttis are not lockable from the Organ Builder Menu.

From the Organ Builder Menu List…

1. Turn the knob to select “>Lock-Unlock Tutti”, then press the ENTER button.

2. Press the Tutti Select Panel button or Tutti piston to be locked. The
corresponding tutti number will then appear on the screen.

3. Press the LOCK (or UNLOCK) button. A padlock icon will appear next to the
tutti number when that tutti is locked. The button label will change between
LOCK or UNLOCK to indicate what will happen when you press it.

4. Press the BACK button to return to the Organ Builder Menu List.

An advisory message will appear on the CDU when users attempt to change the
settings within a tutti level that is locked by the organ builder.
